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Halloween and Holiness 
 
 If you asked people what October is all about, youôd probably hear 
answers that have something to do with football, hunting and Halloween.  
Halloween, especially, has become an American pass time.  New records 
were set again last year. Halloween retail spending was estimated to be 
$8.4 billion in 2016, he number of people celebrating was 171 million, and 
the average spent was $82.93 each.  But thereôs something else the world 
is celebrating this month, the 500th anniversary of the Reformation.   
 October is also all about holiness, God giving it as a gift of grace to 
us through faith in Jesus Christ.   Luther summarized his teachings in a 
symbol (seen below). Here is how Luther himself explained its meaning: 
First, there is a black cross in a heart. This is to remind me that it is faith 
in the Crucified One that saves us. Anyone who believes from the heart 
will be justified (Romans 10:10). It is a black cross, which mortifies and 
causes pain, but it leaves the heart its natural color. It does not kill us but 
keeps us alive, for the just shall live by faith in the Crucified One (Romans 
1:17). The heart stands in the middle of a white rose. This is to show that 
faith gives joy, comfort, and peaceðit puts the believer into a white, 
joyous rose. Faith does not give peace and joy like the world gives (John 
14:27). This is why the rose must be white, not red. White is the color of 
the spirits and angels (cf. Matthew 28:3; John 20:12). This rose should 
stand in a sky-blue field, symbolizing that a joyful spirit and faith is a 
beginning of heavenly, future joy, which begins now, but is grasped in 
hope, not yet fully revealed. Around the field of blue is a golden ring to 
symbolize that blessedness in heaven lasts forever and has no end.  
 As you enjoy the month of October with its many different 
characteristics, remember the gifts of Godôs grace given to us.  Thereôs 
much to celebrate.  Remember the circuit worship service, the special 
services at Pilgrim, but especially remember Godôs grace and love for

Martin Luther

          On October 31, 1517, Martin Luther posted 
his ninety-five theses on the castle church door in Wittenberg, Germany.  
These theses were 
criticizing the practice and purpose of indulgences. 
        This year we will be observing the 500th anniversary of the start of the 
Protestant Reformation. 
        A recent book, Traveling With Martin Luther, written by Cornelia 
Domer is 
available from Concordia Publishing House.  The book provides an 
excellent 
biography and colorful pictures of Lutherôs life. 
        Luther was born November 10, 1483, in Eisleben, Germany.  Luther 
was an excellent student and was preparing for a career as a lawyer.  In 
June of 1505, 
Luther was caught in a violent thunderstorm.  A lightening bolt struck the 
ground near him and he made a promise to become an Augustinian monk.  
On February 27, 1507, Luther was ordained as a priest. 
        After a walking trip to Rome, Luther transferred to Wittenberg where 
he earned his doctor of theology degree.  Luther preached and prepared 
students to become priests. 
        During 1513, in the tower room of the Augustinian Monastery at 
Wittenberg, Luther finally understood the meaning of faith.  ñThe righteous 
will live by faith.ò  (Romans 1:17) 
        Other important events in Lutherôs life are as follows: 
¶ 1518 - October hearing before Cardinal Cajetan at Augsburg, Germany. 
¶ 1521 - Imperial Diet at Worms, Germany.  Luther would not recant his 
writings. 

¶ 1522 - At Wartburg Castle he translated the New Testament into 
      German. 
¶ 1534 - Luther translated the Old Testament into German 
¶ 1546 - Luther dies in Eisleben, Germany.

       Perhaps you have seen the little 
white ñLWML Miteò boxes or the 
ñMy Mission Offeringò boxes 
decorated with colorful childrenôs 
drawings at the Welcome Center.  
Maybe you have wondered what 
their purpose was.  These boxes are 
used by the Lutheran Womenôs 
Missionary League (LWML) to 
collect contributions to support 
missions in our state, country, and 
throughout the world.   
       The name, Mite box, comes 
from the story of the widowôs mite.  
Although her gift was very small, 
only two very small coins, she gave 
generously from what she had.  You 
can use a mite box to collect your 
loose change at the end of the day or 
whenever you thankful to God for 
what he has done for you.  When it 
is full, return it to the Welcome 
Center.  The LWML uses the mite 
offerings to fund mission grantsð
75% of the offerings stay in North 
Wisconsin and 25% supports 
national missions. 
       Those coins do add up!  In the 
last two years, Pilgrim LWML 
collected $1752.67 for missions, and 
the North Wisconsin District 
LWML received $114,500.  The 
national mission grant goal for 2015
-2017 is $2,000,000.  As of August 
31, over $1,300,000 has been 
collected.  All of those coins go for 
the purpose of reaching out to others 
with the Good News of Jesus Christ.
